Minutes
I. Introductory Procedures

a. The meeting was called to order at 12:51 by the president, Blanca Viveros
b. Mrs. Viveros welcomed all the parents present and reminded them all to sign-in.  (EL1b)
c. The President, Blanca Viveros, lead everyone in the Pledge of Allegiance

II. Action Items

a. Mrs. Viveros asked the parents to read the minutes from 11/21/19.  The President, asked if there were any amendments to the minutes. There were none.  Diana Hernandez moved to approve the minutes from the ELAC meeting of 11/21/19.  Martha Lopez second the motion.  All were in favor to approve the ELAC minutes of 11/21/19 as written.
b. Blanca Viveros asked if there were any new parents in attendance to ELAC this school year.  Dora Hernandez is attending ELAC for the first time this school year. Mrs. Viveros welcomed the new parent and asked if she would like to be a member of ELAC.  Dora Hernandez accepted to be a member of ELAC.  The president, asked for a motion to accept Dora Hernandez as ELAC member.  Diana Hernandez moved to accept Dora Hernandez as ELAC members, and Evangelina Valderrama second the motion.  All were in favor to accept Dora Hernandez as ELAC members (EL1a)
III. Discussion Information

a. Ms. Escalera, Assistant Principal, presented information about the State tests for English Learners and DLI students (ELPAC, CAASPP).  The presentation included information to parents that included:  description of why the ELPAC is given, identification of students who take the ELPAC, an overview of the test administration, information on how test results are reported, available resources related to ELPAC for parents, suggestions on what kinds of questions to ask the teacher regarding child’s progress on standardized testing, and recommendations on how parents can help their child succeed with testing and academics.
Parent, Dora Hernandez asked why her child hadn’t been reclassified when he had received level 3 and 4 on ELPAC.  Ms. Escalera explained that there is a set criterion that a student must meet for reclassification.  The student must meet the ELPAC and CAASPP scoring criteria, which her child hadn’t met. Ms. Escalera also suggested that the parents speak with the teacher to see what areas student needs to improve to reach reclassification criteria.  Reading comprehension and writing are usually areas of weakness for students who haven’t yet reclassified.
Ms. Escalera shared CAASPP and ELPAC test results at a glance.

b. Importance of Attendance (EL1c2) ~ Ms. Escalera explained the importance of attendance: every student, every day so students can keep up with instruction and not fall behind in grade level standards.  She also shared attendance data and report totals for November 22, 2019 to January 14, 2020.  Ms. Escalera also informed parents of the upcoming ELPAC and CAASPP testing dates and the importance of not missing school during testing. 
c. SSC Report and Input from ELAC for School Plan (EL1d2) ~ Ms. Escalera informed the ELAC parents that their input to the school plan and program is very important and that the information presented here is then sent and presented at SSC.  Ms. Escalera shared the School Site Council minutes from November 20, 2019.  Parents didn’t have any questions or input for the school plan at this time.
d. ATP Report ~ Ms. Escalera shared information about the Action Team for Partnership parent group.  She explained that it is an additional parent group that comes together to plan different activities for parents to engage parents and community partners in ways that improve the school’s welcoming climate.  ELAC parents were invited to attend the next ATP meeting on January 23rd to discuss results for the Parent Survey that was available during the Thanksgiving break.  The ATP group will also be planning future family events such as Math Night.
e. CABE Conference ~ ELAC parents are invited and encouraged to sign-up for the annual local CABE conference held at the Riverside Convention on May 12, 2020 from 7:30 a.m. to 3:30 p.m.  The school has allocated LCFF –EL funds for parents to attend.  The parents interested in attending are Diana and Carlos Hernandez.
f. DELAC Report ~ The DELAC representatives was not in attendance at today’s ELAC meeting and the DELAC alternate representative was did not attend the DELAC meeting.  Mrs. Viveros, ELAC president did attend ELAC for her other school, but she didn’t have any available information for us.
