He also
reported activities in the Fine Arts and Physical Education departments, and DECA.

Mrs. Rozzi, Superintendent of Schools, reported on the following:

~  The high school aquaponics lab is up and running and thriving. Both pods are overflowing
with plants and vegetables. Back in December our 1* grade youngsters visited the in-district
lab here at the high school and learned a lesson on aquaponics and vermicomposting. It is
great to see that this instructional investment is already paying educational dividends across
the district thanks to the commitment and dedication of our science / STEAM teachers.

We were so fortunate to have Esther Bash, who is a 92 year old Holocaust survivor, come to

Babylon High School on Friday January 3 and Babylon Grade School on January 6%. Ms.

Bash met with social studies classes at the high school and 6™ grade classes at the grade

school. She shared her remarkable story as well as her message which was one of

perseverance, hope, and forgiveness. Esther’s great grand-son Jake Turet is a student at

Babylon High School. She also met and spoke to our 6th grade students in the grade school

library. It was clear from their expressions and body language that our students were

captivated by Esther and her stories. Following her presentation, many of them had
thoughtful and meaningful questions and comments.
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Mr. Gary Steffanetta, Esq. reviewed the need to rescind policy 5420.2 & 5420.2R-Requests for
Religious Exemption from Immunization. He also detailed how 18 year olds and adults do not
fall under the Law.

Mrs. Donaldson, audit committee chair, reported that the committee met this evening and were
presented with and reviewed several reports including a review of the 2018-2019 Key Controls,
the 2018-2019 Cycle Report, the 2018-2019 Risk Assessment Update, review of the 2019-2020
Key Controls and the 2019-2020 Quarterly Status Report. Recommendations for each report
were reviewed. The auditors shared their findings of a satisfactory opinion throughout the
various reports and were extremely pleased with our excellent risk profile of 92.94% in our June
2019 Annual Risk Assessment Report. Mrs. Jurs, finance committee chair, reported that the
committee will meet on Monday, January 27, 2020 at 6:00 p.m. Mr. Montalto, buildings and
grounds committee chair, reported that the committee will be meeting on Monday, January 27,
2020 at 7:30 p.m. Mrs. Donna Noesi, technology committee chair, reported that a contract for a
technician is on the agenda this evening with a start date of January 5. We are looking to begin
regular, ongoing trainings for all district techs. We are still working on refreshing/updating ali
9 grade devices. They should be completed soon. The plan is to get 6" grade devices out in
June before school ends instead of having families come in over the summer to pick them up.
Mr. Dileo is currently working on putting the new state mandated policies in place in a timely

manner.

The tech department is working on the Disaster Recovery Plan.  Future

work/considerations include our access control card reader sysiems are at “end of life”. If one of
them breaks, it will be difficult/impossible to repair/replace parts. The tech department would
like for the Board to consider upgrading the system in the future; possibly as part of a bond
project. Mrs. Tricia Pané, policy committee chair, reported that at the last meeting we discussed
the need to rescind policy 5420.2R which Mrs. Rozzi mentioned earlier. We also discussed
policy 1741 Homeschooled Students which we have forwarded to legal counsel. In addition we
had some initial discussion of policy 8130.1 Extreme Risk Protection Orders. The policy
committee will continue discussion of these policies at the next meeting on Tuesday, February 4,
2020 at 4:00 p.m. As there were no other reporis, the Board moved to the next item. All

REQUESTS FOR RELIGIOUS EXEMPTION FROM IMMUNIZATION
