District previously authorized a partial exemption of ten per centum of the assessed valuation of real 
property owned by volunteer firefighters and ambulance workers pursuant to section 466-c of the 
New York Real Property Tax Law on October 12, 2004; and WHEREAS, the Board of Education 
desires to continue this partial exemption; and WHEREAS, section 466-f of the New York Real 
Property Tax Law provides that a public school district may grant a partial exemption from taxation 
to the extent of ten per centum of the assessed valuation of real property which is owned by un-
remarried spouses of deceased volunteer firefighters or volunteer ambulance workers killed in the 
line of duty; and WHEREAS, the Board of Education of the Babylon Union Free School District has 
held a public hearing to discuss this matter in public session, and received public comment; 
RESOLVED, pursuant to section 466-f of the New York Real Property Tax Law, the Board of 
Education of the Babylon Union Free School District approves a partial exemption of taxation of ten 
per centum of the assessed valuation of real property owned by un-remarried spouses of deceased 
volunteer firefighters or volunteer ambulance workers killed in the line of duty, who meet the 
requirement of section 466-f of the New York Real Property Tax Law.

Shall the Board of Education of the Babylon Union Free School District be authorized to expend 
funds already deposited in the Babylon Union Free School District Capital Reserve Fund which was 
established on May 19, 2015 (“Reserve Fund”) pursuant to Section 3651 of the Education Law for 
the following capital improvement projects: Babylon High School Rowe Hall exterior step 
replacement and handicap ramp installation, (3) High School Bathroom renovations (Boys Cafeteria, 
Girls Cafeteria & Girls First Floor Main Hallway), Babylon Memorial Grade School 3rd & 4th 
grade wing hallway door replacement; including ancillary or related work required in connection 
with such projects and to expend from the Reserve Fund, including preliminary costs and costs 
incidental thereto, in an amount not to exceed the estimated total cost of $500,000 Dollars?
