Objectives:  The mission of the AFJROTC program is “to develop citizens of character, dedicated to serving their nation and community”.  AFJROTC I is the introductory course for all new cadets.  The course consists of three parts:  Aerospace Science (40%), Leadership Education (40%) and Wellness/Physical Fitness (20%).      
· AS acquaints cadets with the elements of aerospace and the aerospace environment. It introduces them to the principles of aircraft flight and navigation, the history of aviation, development of air power, contemporary aviation, human requirements of flight, cultural and global awareness, geography, the space environment, space programs, space technology, rocketry, propulsion, the aerospace industry, and survival.
· LE is the portion of the AFJROTC curriculum that develops leadership skills and acquaints cadets with the practical application of life skills. The LE curriculum emphasizes discipline, responsibility, leadership, followership, citizenship, customs and courtesies, cadet corps activities, study habits, time management, communication skills, career opportunities, life skills, financial literacy, management skills, and drill/ceremonies.
· The objective of the Wellness/Physical Fitness Program is to motivate cadets to lead healthy, active lifestyles beyond program requirements and into their adult lives.
Primary Texts:  LE 100: Traditions, Wellness and Foundations of Citizenship
Secondary Texts:  LE 100: Traditions, Wellness, and Foundations of Citizenship; AS 100:  Milestones in Aviation History 2nd Edition; LE 200: Communication, Awareness, and Leadership; AS 200: The Science of Flight; AS 300: Exploring Space: The High Frontier; LE 300:  Life Skills & Career Opportunities.  These books are in the classroom and may be signed out.
Tests and Grades

Grading:  A=90-100  B=80-89  C=70-79  D=65-69  F=below 65  I=incomplete
Grading follows the policies of Biloxi Public Schools.  A mid-term progress report and a report card following the end of each term are issued.
Tests (55%):  
· Every cadet will receive four test grades from the LE 100, Traditions, Wellness and Foundations of Citizenship text.
· Every cadet will also be graded on proper wear of the AFJROTC uniform.  The Uniform of the Day (UOD) is briefed every day during Ops.  Cadets are expected to wear the proper uniform on the day assigned (Wed) and positively represent the USAF and Biloxi High at all times.
· Each week, students will also earn a test grade for participation for activities on non-uniform days.  Each non-uniform day, students will have the chance to earn up to 25 points for participation for drill (Monday), PT (Tuesday) and classroom participation on acadenic days (Thursday & Friday) for a maximum of 100 points.  Issued PT gear must be worn on PT days in order to get points for that day.
Activity Grade (35%):  
· Cadets may be assigned a duty position within the MS-781st Cadet Group.  His/her primary instructor will evaluate the cadet’s duty performance throughout the 9-week term and assign the cadet a grade based on his/her overall performance.
· Cadets will actively participate in physical training once a week.  On week 4 cadets will take the Physical Fitness Assessment (sit ups, push-ups and a 1-mile run).  Their overall score, based on their age/gender, will be multiplied by two and entered as their PT score at the end of the term.  For example, if Cadet Smith scores a 50 on the PFA so that she is in the 50th percentile of fitness for her age/gender, she will receive a grade of 100 for her PT score.  Cadets may retest during the week 8 PT day to improve their grade.   
· All cadets will actively participate in community service projects.  Their goal is to earn at least 5 community service hours by the end of the term.  If a cadet completes at least 5 hours, he will receive a 100 in community service at the end of the term (4 hrs = 80, 3 hrs = 60, 2 hrs = 40, etc.).  All service projects must be planned, organized and led by an AFJROTC cadet and an instructor and Top 5 member must be present.
Term Test (10%):  
· On week 9, every cadet will take a 25-question term exam.  This will be a closed-book, multiple-choice test from the LE 100, Traditions, Wellness, and Foundations of Citizenship text.
Retesting:  If a cadet misses a test or uniform inspection due to an excused absence, he/she will need to schedule a make-up day with his/her ASI.
Homework/Assignments/Projects:  Cadets are expected to wear appropriate athletic shoes and clothing for PT.  They should also wear appropriate shoes for drill practice.  Cadets must also ensure they prepare their uniform prior to uniform inspections so that they professionally represent AFJROTC.  Cadets must also ensure they complete at least 5 hours of community service (AFJROTC sponsored activities held mainly after school and on Saturdays). 
Course Requirements:  A cadet’s term grade is the average of the accumulated scores earned through test grades (55%), activity grades (35%) and term test (10%).  Cadets must also positively represent AFJROTC at all times by following all MS-781st and BHS rules/procedures.  Cadets who chose to not follow these rules/procedures will be counseled by their flight commander/ASI.  Cadets who continue to not follow rules/procedures will be assigned a 45-min detention in AFJROTC (Thurs, 3:15 -4:00 pm).  If their behavior does not change (or if they fail to report to their AFJROTC detention), they will be assigned BHS detention.  If a cadet does not serve their BHS detention, they will be assigned ISR and placed on AFJROTC disciplinary probation for 9 weeks.  At the end of the 9-week period, the cadet will meet a discipline board (ASIs and Top 5 member).  If a cadet indicates they are unwilling or unable to comply with all AFJROTC program requirements, he/she may be recommended for removal from the course.  Cadets who do not complete the entire course will receive a 50/F on their BHS transcript.

Mandatory/Graded Events for all MS-781st AFJROTC cadets:

· 13 Oct 2021:  Cadet Oath Ceremony in the AFJROTC Classroom (blues with tie/tab).
· 12 Feb 2022 (5:30-9:30 pm):  Dining Out/Military Ball at the Donal Snyder Community Center.  This is a formal event.  All cadets will wear their service dress uniform.  Male guests must wear coat and tie.  Female guests must wear long, conservative ball gowns.
· 13 Apr 2022 (5:30-6:30 pm):  Awards Banquet in the BHS cafeteria (blues with tie/tab).
· 6 May 2022:  All issued uniform items must be returned to AFJROTC.  These returnable items are USAF property valued at $300 and are listed on the cadet’s copy of the hand-receipt they signed when they were issued uniforms at the beginning of the school year.  All items must be professionally dry cleaned (in a bag with receipt attached).  If a cadet does not return all items by 6 May 2022, he/she will be placed on the BHS deficiency list and will not be able to register for school the following year or receive their diploma until the deficiency is cleared.
