Redeemers - Who are they and what do they wish to see happen to the South?


They are people who thought that although the South was defeated in battle, they did not lose the war; they just ran out of supplies and time. Their cause was "just" and they fought for "righteous" reasons but they just went up against a bigger force. That is why you saw the phrase on the cartoon, The Lost Cause. The Redeemers wanted to bring the positive values of the "old" South back to the "new" South.
