SUMMARY - The champions of Young America believed optimistically that the country was entering a new era of commercial development, technological progress and territorial expansion. By 1848, the age of expansion had extracted a tremendous price on the country. External (territorial) expansion generated a diplomatic crisis, a war and sectional conflict that would eventually divide the nation while internal (economic) expansion fueled working class and ethnic rivalries and permanent low-paid wage labor threatened America's self-image as a land of opportunity and upward mobility.
