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A 
All students should arrive in their classrooms by 8:15 AM.  Children who arrive after 8:15 AM will be marked tardy.  If your child is tardy, please go to the office so they can be signed in.  
Students are expected to complete all assignments if quarantined. 
 
Attendance is very important!  If your child is absent from school, please send me an e-mail.  An absence is recorded as unexcused until an email/ note with the date and reason for absence is received from the parent.  An absence will be recorded as excused if the reason for absence follows School Board Policy as stated in your Cabarrus County Parent Information booklet.  Please note that there are opportunities for excused absences.  Please complete the Educational Opportunity form prior to the trip so that it can be approved by Administration. 
B
Please check your child’s behavior calendar daily.  In the classroom, we emphasize positive behavior.  The expectation is for all students to receive a sticker every day reinforcing positive behavior.  If your child has a difficult day, I will communicate details with you. Please keep this calendar inside their LLAMA Folder. 
Every child's birthday is special.  All special snacks must be store-bought.  Unfortunately, no home-cooked items can be accepted.  Birthday parties or passing out party invitations are not allowed at school.
Always check your child's book bag daily!  Look for items like the LLAMA Folder, media center books, art work, etc.  Please remove any loose papers from your child’s book bag. 
 
Breakfast is free for all students this year if they have arrived by 8:15. Your child has the option to pick up a breakfast on the way to class at no charge. 
C
Please send your child’s Chromebook and Charger to school daily. Please charge your child’s chromebook each night. 
Communication is important and welcomed.  Feel free to contact me whenever you have a question or concern.  My email is Lindsay.Carroll@cabarrus.k12.nc.us and my school phone number is 704-260-6250. Please keep in mind, from the hours of 7:50 AM- 3:00 PM, I am with your child and the rest of the class.  Feel free to leave a message and I will return your call within 24 hours.  If it is an emergency however, or in regards to a transportation change, please call the front office.  
Conferences are scheduled once each year at the end of the first quarter. All parents are expected to attend.  Conference date and time information will be sent home prior to conferences.  During this time, we will discuss your child's progress and offer ideas to help your child succeed.  Additional conferences can be scheduled throughout the year as needed.
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D 
Kindergarten is dismissed first. This allows extra time to get to their dismissal location. You must designate where your child will go after school: bus rider, car rider, Kids Plus, walker or day care.
If you ever need to change the destination, you MUST write a note or send an email.  We cannot accept the student's word. Also, any bus transportation changes must be approved with administration prior to dismissal. Any early check- outs need to take place before 2:30 PM.
Our school follows the dress code in the Cabarrus County Parent Information booklet.  Please dress your child in comfortable clothing for school.  Please keep in mind they will be sitting on the floor, as well as playing outside.  In cold weather, please dress your child accordingly since we will still go outside to play.  As a reminder, children are not allowed to wear flip-flops to school.  Also, please consider your child’s safety before sending them to school wearing high heels, clogs or sandals without a strap around their heels.  On our PE day, children should wear tennis shoes or sneakers to school and refrain from wearing long jewelry.

Early check-outs are strongly discouraged. Please work to schedule appointments after school. 

Feel free to email me for questions or concerns.  I check my e-mail daily, however as I am with the students, please allow me at least 24 hours to reply.  If it is an emergency, please call the front office.
Please send your child to school with an extra set of clothes in your “Just in Case” bag. 

F
If your child has a fever, please do not send him/her to school. This can cause other students and teachers to become sick. Your child should be fever free (without meds) for 24 hours before returning to school. 
G
Good readers are made, not born.  Read to your child for at least 15 minutes every day. 
 
H 
As a kindergarten student, the primary homework your child will have is reading.  Daily reading outside of school is essential.  Initially, you may help do most of the reading to your child, but as they become better readers, they will read to you.
I
It is important to keep all records current.  Please be sure to inform the school if you move, get a new phone number, change jobs, or get new emergency contacts.
 
Help your child gain independence.  Teach them to tie shoes, use the restroom unassisted, open lunch items, and return homework, library books, etc. on time.
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Occasionally kindergartners get "beginning of school jitters."  It is best to quickly love, reassure your child you will be there after school/work and then leave quickly.  I will certainly give extra attention and hugs to those children who need it and will help them realize that they are safe with me.  Often, they are over their anxieties before you get out of the parking lot.  Prolonging your leaving often worsens their "jitters."
Please join us at the PSRES PTO meetings.  Parent participation is beneficial and essential.  Get involved by volunteering to help the PTO.  They have a link on the school website.
K
Parents now have the option to pay school fees online through the K-2 Payment Center.  You can access this option by logging onto www. LunchPrepay.com or by visiting our school website at https://www.cabarrus.k12.nc.us/Domain/1468 , and selecting the K12 Payment Center quick link on the right-hand side of the home page.
Keep yourself informed with what is happening at your child's school by reading/responding to all correspondence.  Visit our classroom website regularly.
 
Kids Plus is a before/after school care program available at PSRES.  For more information, you may call their office at 704-788-3730, or visit the CCS website.
L
The monthly lunch menu is available on the CCS website.  Please review the menu ahead of time with your child to help them make their selection before school.  
Lunches are available free of charge. Students are welcome to bring a packed lunch from home if they prefer. 
Our LLAMA Folder is the main communication link between the classroom and home. Inside the folder, you will find the monthly reading log, monthly behavior log, notes about upcoming events, and papers or notes.  Anytime you need to send me a note, please use the LLAMA Folder pouch.  I will check folders daily. 

M
Masks are required to be worn at all times by all students. Please make sure your child has a clean mask on before boarding the bus or getting out of the car. Cloth masks or medical masks are required! Face shield and neck gaiters are NOT acceptable according to CCS policy. 
Your child will visit the Media Center.  They may check out one book on each visit. Books may be returned on that same day.  Please help your child learn responsibility by taking good care of these books and returning them often. 
The school nurse administers all medications.  Please contact the nurse if your child is to be given any medicine during school hours.  If your child has asthma, you may want to consider leaving a spare inhaler with the nurse.  Do not send medicine to school in your child's book bag.  
N
Please be sure your child's name is on all of their belongings.  It is not necessary to label their school supplies.
 
Notes are required for the following reasons:
· Absences/Illnesses
· Early dismissal for doctor/dentist appointments
· ANY Transportation changes (bus, day care, Kids Plus, car rider, walker or different person picking your child up) Remember, notes cannot be accepted for bus transportation changes.
O
Help your child get organized for school the night before.  This will help prevent a stressful and difficult morning.
P   
Check your child’s LLAMA Folder every night for papers that are brought home.  Please read all teacher-written comments to your child. Please keep these papers at home, unless there is a note asking you to sign and return them to school.  Reinforcement from home goes a long way in helping your child learn to do their very best work.
 
Please be respectful of school rules when parking your car at school.  Abide by the signs posted in the parking areas.  This is for the safety of your child.  Children who are car riders will only be dismissed to parents driving through the car rider line.  Please do not park on the street or side of the school (Kim Street) to pick up children during dismissal time.
The PBIS system (Positive Behavior Interventions Support) is being used throughout our school. There are three expectations which are reinforced daily: being responsible, being respectful, and begin safe. Positive Behavior Intervention Support focuses on creating and sustaining school-wide, classroom and individual systems of support that improve the educational environment for all children by explicitly teaching behavioral expectations and then recognizing the positive behaviors shown by students.

Let me know if you have any questions or concerns.  Please feel free to call me at school, send an email (Lindsay.Carroll@cabarrus.k12.nc.us), or write a note. 
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Reading is very important to your child's educational growth.  Please read to your child daily and have them read to you as often as possible; even if they are reading only words or phrases at first. Utilize travel time for education as well. You’d be amazed by how much your child can read from signs, restaurant menus, etc.
In the LLAMA Folder is a monthly Reading Calendar.  Your child should be reading 15-20 minutes every night.  This includes both your child reading to you, and you reading to your child.  After completing the reading time, color in the shape on their reading calendar.  Please keep this calendar inside their LLAMA Folder.
Please review our school rules often with your child.  It is important that they understand and follow our classroom and school rules.  
S
You will have the opportunity to order books from Scholastic book clubs.  I will put leaflets in your child's LLAMA Folder monthly.  Please note that ordering books is optional.  Although payments can be made by check, anytime books are ordered and paid online, our classroom receives educational materials, such as books.

You also may want to put it in an outside pocket on your child’s book bag to prevent getting anything wet inside.  
Please remember to check our classroom website.  This will allow you to be up to date with important information such as what is going on in the classroom, what we are learning, order Scholastic books, and see about any special events that may be coming up.  
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Kindergarten is a very eXciting year in school. 
Accidents happen.  Please send an eXtra set of clothes (socks, shoes, underwear, bottoms, and tops) to school in a large zipper bag with your child's name on it.  As the weather changes, please send an appropriate change of clothes.

Kindergarten-age children need 8-10 hours of sleep each night.  Please make sure your child gets enough rest to prevent yawning so they can perform at their very best.  Adequate sleep also helps to prevent discipline problems and sickness.
