Course Description:  
AP World History is designed to provide sophomores with the equivalent of a college-level freshman survey of World History.  Students will gain greater understanding of the major themes that have shaped the world and of the concepts that have connected the regions of the world.  Emphasis will be placed upon development of writing skills and historical analysis in order to prepare students for the AP exam. All students are expected to take the exam in May, 2018 and based on the scores, may receive college credit.
Instructional Goals: 

This course will be taught chronologically and will focus on the themes of history as well as key concepts for each period listed in the “Units of Study” portion of this syllabus.  The themes are:

Interaction between Humans and the Environment


Development and Interaction of Cultures


State Building, Expansion and Conflict


Creation, Expansion and Interaction of Economic Systems


Development and Transformation of Social Structures

In addition to this text, a number of other primary and secondary sources will be incorporated into the curriculum in order to reflect current historiographical trends in preparation for the AP exam. 

Units of Study:   
Period 1: Technological and Environmental Transformations – to c. 600 B.C.E.

Period 2: Organization and Reorganization of Human Societies – c. 600 B.C.E. to c. 600 C.E.

Period 3: Regional and Transregional Interactions – c. 600 C.E. to 1450

Period 4: Global Interactions – c. 1450 to c. 1750

Period 5: Industrialization and Global Integration – c. 1750 to c. 1900

Period 6: Accelerating Global Change and Realignments – c. 1900 to the present

Grading Policy:
· Tests & Major Projects count 50-100 points- includes Tests, Papers, and Projects 

· Quizzes/ Mini Projects count 25-50 points- includes Quizzes and Mini-Projects

· Classwork counts 10-25 points- includes everyday assignments, homework checks, group activities and small assignments

· Homework counts 10 points
· All homework must be turned in by the due date. Since homework is used in class, it does not benefit the student to complete it late, therefore, homework will not be accepted late and a “0” will be owned. 
· Vocabulary will be accepted on time, for full credit, or if turned in a day late, for only 50% of the full credit.

· Classwork and projects may be turned in late, but 10% will be deducted from the grade for each school day that passes. After 5 days, late work will not be accepted. 
· Students are required to fully complete work that is assigned.  A grade of “0” may be placed in the gradebook until the assignment is completed. 

· ABSENCES: If a test day is missed, the test must be made up IMMEDIATELY upon return to school-meaning the day the student returns, except for unexpected prolonged absences before the test date. Students are responsible for work that is missed while absent and should take the steps necessary to complete the work. Work must be completed within 5 days of the student returning to class, at which point 10% of the grade will be deducted each school day. If an absence is planned, it is in the best interest of the student for arrangements to be made to receive work and assignments ahead of time.

Classroom Rules & Expectations

THE AP EXAM will take place on MAY 17, 2018 @ 8:00am. This exam demands that students have a strong grasp of key events and themes that occur throughout history which requires commitment and effective study skills. This should be taken into account by each student who is planning to complete this course. It is the expectation that will continuously be held by the instructor and will influence rigor designed in the coursework.
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
