HOMEWORK GRADES: Homework grades are a weekly average of completion of each assignment given.  If the student attempts every problem or every requirement on the homework assignment, they get 100% credit.  If they do not complete every question or meet every guideline specified for the assignment, points will be deducted.  Students are expected to check homework accuracy while we go over it in class.  Some assignments will be collected and graded for accuracy.
QUIZZES/TESTS:   Quizzes or tests are given each week if not every other week.  The students usually learn 3 to 4 lessons before a quiz and 7 to 8 lessons before a test.  Our textbook is not exactly aligned with the pacing guide.  There will be many in class assignments and practice.  As a parent, you can help your child reinforce the material by constantly asking them what they learned in math that day.  Each student can earn half credit back on quizzes and tests by completing revisions.  Example revisions are provided on the back.
PROJECTS: Projects will be based on math explorations.  Like us, the students learn more by doing activities.  When they do these projects, they will be able to relate what they are doing to their own personal experiences.  Guidelines and expectations will be provided with each project.  
HOW CAN I HELP MY CHILD SUCCEED IN MR. MARTIN’S CLASS?

Review of each night’s homework assignment and studying the lessons that are going to be on the assessments is a sure way for your child to succeed in Pre-Algebra /Math 1.  Most homework assignments will be due the following day. 
MARTIN MATH REVISION GUIDELINES

*Each student has the opportunity to gain half credit back on quizzes and tests.  If you made an 80 you can bring that up to a 90.  If you made a 60 you can bring that up to an 80 etc…  YOU MUST FOLLOW ALL THREE STEPS BELOW IN ORDER TO GET HALF CREDIT BACK.  Revisions must be done on a separate sheet/sheets of notebook paper, written neatly with work shown neatly, and you must turn them in with your quiz/test you are revising.

Step 1 – You must write in detail why you got the question incorrect.

Example mistake: 2 + -12 = 14

YOU EXPLAIN – I got this question wrong because I didn’t pay attention to the rules for adding integers.  I forgot that positives and negatives cancel each other out.

Step 2 – You must write in detail how to get the question correct.

Example correct:  2 + -12 = -10

YOU EXPLAIN – The correct way to answer this question is by realizing that positives and negatives cancel each other out.  Two positives will cancel out two of the negatives.  You will have ten negatives left over.

Step 3 – You must show all of your work correctly that is needed to answer the question.

Example work:  ++

Note: If it is a vocabulary question you need to revise, you just have to complete step one and write the correct definition.
