Agriscience Applications

Course Description:

In this class students learn that agriculture is about much more than farming.  This introductory course to agriculture gives students a chance to learn in the classroom and outside of the classroom by doing hands-on activities in the greenhouse, shop, and outdoors.  Topics in this class include basic agriculture, FFA and leadership, shop projects, livestock animals, fish and wildlife management, forestry, and proper plant growing techniques (horticulture).  

Materials Needed:
You will need a notebook dedicated to this class.  You should have loose-leaf paper and a pencil when you come to class every day.  Come to class, every day, prepared!

2.  Be in class, on time, everyday, prepared to learn.

Greenhouse/Shop Time:

Time spent outside of the classroom is considered lab time.  Most lab time in this class is spent in the greenhouse or shop areas.  In lab, our time is spent doing hands-on activities that help us to learn by actually doing an activity.  This is a privilege that can be taken away.  All students are expected to act properly and stay on task at all times during a lab experience.  Students who are misbehaving or off-task will no longer be able to participate in lab time.  

Since we will be working with power equipment in this class, it is a requirement that each student have school or personal insurance.  Each student must bring me their insurance card, and let me make a copy to keep on record.  If a student does not have insurance, they cannot be member of this class.

FFA:

The FFA is a student organization that you have the opportunity to be a part of when you take an agriculture class.  The FFA makes a positive difference in the lives of young people by developing their potential for premier leadership, personal growth and career success through agricultural education.  I expect all students enrolled in agriculture classes to become an FFA member, and be involved in FFA activities.  To become a member of the FFA, you must be enrolled in an agriculture class and pay your $15 dues.  The $15 you pay covers National and State FFA dues and gives you a subscription to the New Horizons FFA Magazine. Feel free to sign up for the SCHS FFA Remind on your smartphone (for members only).
Supervised Agricultural Experience Projects:

Each student will be required to have a Supervised Agricultural Experience Project (SAE).  This is a project that is related to something agricultural, and the project is to be completed outside of class time.  Each student will be responsible for completing 20 hours on his or her SAE project before the end of the semester.  More details will be given on the SAE projects at a later time.
