
Horticulture II

Course Description:

Students in this course are already experienced in the operation of the greenhouse and horticultural activities around campus.  In this class, students will spend the majority of the time doing hands-on learning activities in order to sharpen their horticultural skills.  Topics in this class include FFA and leadership, plant identification, greenhouse production, landscape design and maintenance, floriculture, nursery production, turfgrass management, and pest management.
Materials Needed:
You will need a notebook dedicated to this class.  You should have loose-leaf paper and a pencil when you come to class every day.  Come to class, every day, prepared!

These out-of-class activities are a privilege and can be taken away.  I expect all students to stay on task while working outside.  This is where the participation grade comes from.

Supervised Agricultural Experience Projects:

Each student will be required to have a Supervised Agricultural Experience Project (SAE).  This is a project that is related to something agricultural, and the project is to be completed outside of class time.  Each student will be responsible for completing 20 hours on his or her SAE project before the end of the semester.  More details will be given on the SAE projects at a later time.
