If absent, upon your return, check with the teacher to see what was done during your absence.  It is the student’s responsibility to ask for make up work.  Complete the work; make sure it is appropriately labeled – your full name, date, assignment name/location/page; then turn it in to the teacher.  

School policy states that you have one day for each day absent to make up work. Any unexcused absence beyond the 7th day will require special permission by the principal or his designee before any work is allowed to be made up. Missed tests must be made up during Smart Lunch on my focus days. Tests may not be made up during class time.  

Zeroes destroy averages.  Make sure all work is completed and turned in on time!  Late work will be accepted, but averaged in at 70, or less if the work is of poor quality. Research papers will lose 10 pts. per day for each day late.  
Tardiness will be handled according to the Student Handbook. Electronic devices must be off and placed out of sight when students enter the classroom. Students will be given the opportunity to practice self-discipline with phone use; however, if a student has a phone out and in use in any way during class time, the student will be instructed to place the phone in the phone tree for the rest of class.  This rule is in compliance with the Student Handbook.  After the first time, the phone will be kept in the office for the remainder of the day. Further refractions are handled according to the Student Handbook.  Students who refuse to comply will be sent to the office for an insubordination refraction and electronic device misuse.  As stated in the Student Handbook, “the school system is not responsible for the theft, loss or damage of a cellular phone or other personal wireless communication device.”  The student may elect to leave the device at home. In case of emergencies the student can be reached by calling the school office.
Earbuds, headphones, and hoods are not allowed to be worn in class.  Desks must be clear of purses, book bags, lunch boxes, etc. during class.  Smart watches also will be addressed as phones if they become a problem or a distraction.

Grading procedures:   Daily grades = 50% of final nine weeks’ grade; Test grades = 50% of final nine weeks’ grade.  For the course grade, each nine weeks counts 40%, and the final exam counts 20%.  English III has a NC State Final Exam.
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
