ECSTA AND CSEA COMMENTS: 

Dennis Price, ECSTA President reported that he would like to confer with Dr. Budde because his numbers differ slightly from the numbers on the Strategic Budget Committee’s recommendations.   He also proposed that the CST window be changed to one week instead of several weeks of testing.  Faculty feels scores will improve and both students and teachers like it better.  
SUPERINTENDENT’S REPORT:

Sheri Hart, Asst. Superintendent Educational Services reported on the need to contract with West Ed to conduct an evaluation of the strengths and weaknesses of the district’s programs and strategies relating to English Learner (EL) student population.  The need for this type of service is in response to the district not meeting the Federal Accountability standards or Adequate Yearly Progress (AYP) this year.  She stated that a contract will be forthcoming at the next meeting for approval and that restricted monies will be used to cover the cost.
