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Course Introduction

Students will expand their knowledge of the aesthetic foundations of art through intermediate
photography techniques, including color and Black-and-White methods in both digital and traditional
formats. They will build on their basic mechanics of cameras learned in Creative Photography 1, covering
lens and shutter operation, compositional principles, image printing for display, and evaluation of prints.
The course includes hands-on activities and requires the use of art materials, with an in-field component.
Students may be required to attend school events.
