●  Students will not be allowed to leave the building before 5:00 pm without a parent/guardian 
signature. Students must either bring a note on the day of the social or have parents sign them 
out at the early exit door. Without a note, students are not allowed to leave with 
parents/guardians of another student.

Students who are 
not picked up on time will not be allowed to attend the next social.
●  Backpacks will be checked in and can be retrieved at the end of the social.
●  The hallways will be closed and students should not bring valuables.
●  Unauthorized people on the premises will be referred to the authorities.
●  All school rules and policies are applicable, students not abiding by school rules will call their parents 
to pick them up, will not be allowed to attend future socials, and may face disciplinary action.
