Nick asked if there were any questions. Oanh Tran
asked ‘Will the changes impact a student who already
attends a Jr high and high school? Mr. Mele advised of
the proposal to allow all 10""-12 students to remain and
advised of the sibling rule.
Heather Faret-Bell asked how the funding would change
with the boundary changes and was advised that we
would be discussing the budget in future slides.
There was further discussion about Title | schools being
impacted by the boundary and Mr. Mele advised that
they did look at this in the proposals.
