California Native American Day, which falls on the 4th Friday in
September, celebrates the distinctive culture of the Native American
people indigenous to California and calls attention to their triumphs

and struggles that comprise their rich history.

California designated the fourth Friday of September as California
Native American Day to dismantle the misconceptions about
California Indians. Previously, students throughout the state were
educated to believe California history began with the arrival of the
first explorers and lacked a fundamental understanding of Native
American’s existing society. Native populations across the country
were seen as primitive and were too often associated with
stereotypes like teepees and drums.
