 Overall academic achievement results for the past 3 years.  
 Stayed the same for ELA, not really moving bands. This is not tracking 

cohorts; this is tracking the same grade each year.  
 Math follows the same trend. We are at 50-50 and we are not satisfied with 

where we are. We are actively trying to fix this.  
 There is an increase when we look at specific cohorts.  
 Math we are seeing drop drastically. This is our focus. Intervention is focusing 

on math this year. Professional development is also looking at math. 
 Essential standards are being implemented and parents will hear more at 

conferences.  
 Data trackers are being used to have accountability for teachers.
