• 4 Large White Erasers (not pink) 
• 1 Pair of Scissors (no larger than 6”)  
• Pencil Pouch with zipper 
• Small pouch/container for tickets 
• Ear buds or earphones to be kept at school (non-blue tooth) 
• 1 Ruler (centimeter and inches) 
• 1 Small Hand Sanitizer for desk  
• 1 3X3 Post it Note Pad (any color) 
• 2 pack of black sharpies
