Wishtree, by

Katherine Applegate, tells a beautiful story through the eyes

of a tree and provides an opportunity to discuss religious

tolerance, Islamophobia, and friendship.Scheduling read-

aloud time for the last five minutes of class means that

students walk out of class talking about the book and

wondering what will happen next in the story. The suspense

facilitates excitement around reading and engagement in the

content for the entire instructional block.
