(IL) community during times of tragedy. The group was
started in 2013 to help one of their own teachers who
was battling cancer. Though they tragically lost this
faculty member after her short battle with cancer,
Jacob Post and Toni Geisen, decided to keep the
organization in place to assist others in the schools
community.
