Proposed Budget Carries 1.98% Tax Levy Increase
Funds Additional Opportunities BELOW Allowable Tax Cap

On Tuesday, May 21, voters will have the
opportunity to vote on the proposed spending plan
for the 2024-25 school year. We are proud to present a
budget that carries a tax levy increase of 1.98%, which
is below the District’s allowable cap for the third
straight year and equates to a cost impact of $168.57
per year, or $14.05 a month, for the average East
Rockaway homeowner. This is based on the average
taxable assessed value of a residential property in the
community.

It is important to note that the District’s proposed
tax ievy increase is BELOW the average increase of
2.48% in Nassau County and 2.67% on Long Island.

The proposed budget aligns with the District’s
five-year strategic plan goals and focus areas and
maintains existing programs for students, while
providing for enhancements to meet their emerging
needs. These enhancements include:

+ Expanded use of the i-Ready Diagnostic and
Personalized Learning Pathway to support student
learning through professional development.

« Increasing the number of teachers trained in Project-
Based Learning in year two of a three-year rollout
plan.

+ Begin training staff K-12 on the Science of Reading
as part of the New York State Literacy Initiative
announced this past winter.

+ Addition of the InnerOrbit online science learning
platform for grades 4-5 students in support of the
new New York State Science Learning Standards and
new fifth grade state science exam.

+ More mental health supports, including the addition
of a school psychologist/board-certified behavior
analyst split between Centre Avenue Elementary

School and the Jr./Sr. High School.

+ Development of a districewide tiered behavior
support plan.

- Addition of a 6:1:2 (six children, one teacher, two
aides) class, which is focused on Applied Behavior
Analysis, allowing the district to retain students
in-district who might otherwise require an external
placement.

« Continued support of Second Step, RULER and
Sources of Strength SEL programs.

« Addition of a part-time speech language
pathologist dedicated to Centre Avenue
Elementary School.

« Continued renovation of the Technology
]:)uiiding7 including renovation and finish of
ceiling in technology class at the high school.

« Continued districtwide upgrade and
enhancement of surveillance camera system and
increase on-site presence of district’s security
coordinator.

« Increase in the number of UPK seats for
families through expanded partnerships with
local prekindergarten program providers.

. Continued investments in flexible furniture to
create 21st-century instructional spaces in all
schools.

In addition to the proposed budget, residents
will vote on two additional propositions that
carry no additional tax impact on all residents.

Seeking Efficiencies to
Minimize Expenditures

Over the past several years, the district has made concerted
efforts to minimize expenditures and seck cost savings, where
possible. To build upon this progress, Proposition No. 3 on
this year’s ballot will seck voter authorization on an energy
performance contract (EPC). An EPC is an agreement with an
energy service company to install new and/or enhance existing
energy systems to improve the overall energy efficiency of the
district. The energy cost savings generated through the energy
system enhancements plus the amount of state building aid
returned back to the district
must cover the total cost of
the installation.

While the district is
not required to seck voter
authorization to enter into an
EPC, approval of Proposition
No. 3 would allow the district
to receive an additional
10% of the total cost of the
project back in state aid, or
up to $450,000 in additional
state building aid, resulting
in further savings to the
community. Approval of
Proposition No. 3 carries no
additional tax impact to all
residents.

To be eligible to vote, you must be:

* A citizen of the United States.

« 18 years of age or older.

* Living in the East Rockaway School District for at
least 30 days prior to voting.

* Registered as a voter with either the School District
or the Nassau County Board of Elections for the
national/state elections.

If you voted in either the school district or national/
state elections (from your current address) within
the past four years, you are registered/eligible to
vote on Tuesday, May 21. If you are not registered
to vote, you must register at the District Office,
Monday through Friday from 8:30 a.m.-3:30 p.m.
For the May 21 election, you must register no later
than Thursday, May 16. You are not required to have
children in school or to own a home to be eligible to
vote. Please contact the District Clerk at (516) 887-
8300, ext. 1-433 for further information.

INFORMATION

EARLY MAIL BALLOT INFORMATION:

A new law allows voters to request an Application for
an Early Mail Ballot. Applications must be completed
on a form prescribed by the New York State Board
of Elections. Completed applications for early mail
ballots must be received no later than May 14, seven
(7) days before the election if the early mail ballot

is to be mailed to the voter, or the day before the
election if the ballot is to be delivered personally to
the voter or to his or her designated agent. Early mail
ballot applications will not be accepted before April
22.

ABSENTEE BALLOT INFORMATION:

An absentee ballot application must be received by
the District Clerk at least seven days prior to the
election if the ballot is to be mailed to the voter,

or the day before the election if the ballot is to be
personally delivered to the voter. The absentee ballot
application must be completed and returned, and the
individual must verify therein that he/she meets all
voting requirements and explain the reason for his/
her inability to appear in person to vote.

El martes, 21 de mayo, los votantes tendran la
oportunidad de votar sobre el plan de gastos propuesto
para el afio escolar 2024-25.
