

                    Word Of The Week
Beat – a steady pulse (all tas)
Tempo – the speed music moves from very fast all the way to very slow
Timbre – identifying sounds made by different voices or instruments

Dynamics – using loud and soft in music to help communicate a story or an emotion

Metronome – a tool musicians use to identify and demonstrate beat and tempo

Rhythm – the pattern of beats and notes that moves the music forward

Meter – a repeating pattern of strong and weak beats – beats in a measure

Phrase – a musical sentence
Expression – The use of music elements to create a mood or tell a story
Lyrics – the text (words) of a song, the words that go with the music

Diction – Clear, exact pronunciation of vowels and consonants while singing

Articulation – The degree to which notes are separated or connected in music (staccato, legato)

Pitch – how high or low music sounds

Tutti – Everybody plays – the opposite of tacet

Tacet – immediately stop playing and hold still – the opposite of tutti

Ostinato – a repeating pattern used as a form of harmony

Step – music moving from one pitch to the next closest pitch – leaving no sound in-between

Leap – music moving from one pitch to another, skipping at least one step

Countermelody – a melody played against the main melody – a form of harmony

Binary – a 2-part musical form – AB

Ternary – a 3-part musical form – ABA

Rondo – a musical form featuring a recurring A section – ABACADA

Theme and Variations – a musical form using a theme with multiple variations of the original

Fermata – to hold

Ballad – a song that tells a story
