The war began on Wednesday, January 16th, 1991 at approx-
imately 3:00 p.m. west coast time. When the first bombs
were dropped, many students with friends and family in
the Persian Gulf were gravely worried. Even though the
war was never announced during school hours, many stud-
ents spent the night watching the news. The night was
full of conflicting reports that sent people on an emot-
ional roller coaster.

In the morning, students filled the commons and watched
the news in silence. Most discussions overheard were abou
the war. Classes were filled with similar discussions.
Feelings of sorrow and curiosity were expressed. Some
discussions broke into heated debates. The television

in the commons was left on, and every break the students
got, they sat down and watched the news. Each day the
students got a little happier, but deep inside, the real-
ization was that there was a war going on and no immed-
iate end in sight.
