In this 7th and 8th grade French Connections, students
explored the fascinating time periods from the Renaissance
through the 20th Century. Throughout the year, the European
Renaissance, the discovery of the new world, American
expansion, the Industrial Revolution, and modern culture was
covered. Incorporated into the curriculam was art, drama,
language arts, and music, adding to the learning experience. As
well as studying history, students developed further in their
knowledge of the french language. Word order, paragraph
development, and writing techniques were the focus, as well as
masculine vs. feminine nouns, verb conjugations in present,
past, and future tenses.

The aim of the French Immersion program is to develop
fluency in the French language. After completing 8th grade,
which for most students is their 8th year studying French, they
have the chance to take a 3-week trip to France, which includes
staying with a French student and attending school with them, as
well as a 4-day trip to Paris.
