Welcome to Roosevelt

Theodore Roosevelt Middle School opened for the first time in September of
1925 on 18th and Agate. Roosevelt was the second middle school in Eugene. Our
school moved to its current location, 24th and Hilyard, twenty-five years later. In 1969
students came back from summer vacation surprised, confused, and finally excited to
find that Roosevelt had broadened their range of classes. Roosevelt had also
changed from letter grades to credit or no credit for each class.

A few years later, on August 10, 1985 a terrible thing happened to Roosevelt. At
approximately 12:45 a.m., two former Roosevelt students came to our school and lit the
office on fire. The flames spread throughout C-hall, damaging not only the office but
the whole front of the school. There's always something good that comes out of a
terrifying situation; that year the Roosevelt students came together and held strong.
Our school was given the option of moving students to another school while Roosevelt
was being re-built. We firmly declined the offer and we dealt with noise and crowded
classrooms for most of the year. That year, we showed the public how strong and
united we are.

This is Dr. Bob's second year as Principal
at Roosevelt Middle School. The students
at Roosevelt enjoy socializing and hanging
out with him during break and lunch,
