Middle School first opened its doors to the
eager students wanting to learn.

Sixteen years later, in 1985, a shocking
attack on the building took place. Two former
Roosevelt students set fire to C-Hall.

Roosevelt is one of the premier schools in Eugene. At Roosevelt, students
are given quite a bit more choice than those of other schools while also having
great academics and arts programs. These include drama, music, art, and math
programs.

The drama classes performed three different Shakespeare plays and the
annual Spring Musical. The Shakespeare plays directed by Judy Wenger and
Richard Leebrick were very popular and included The Comedy of Errors, A
Midsummer Night's Dream, and The Taming of the Shrew. These plays were
assembled into the first annual Bard Fest, a six day run in repertory. With music,
Roosevelt had a wide array of classes taught by David Chinburg and Carol
Sinclair. There were also many art classes taught by Lin Bruce, Morgan
Christensen, and Rebecca Harlan. Art classes let students express themselves
through many different techniques and mediums.

We were also very fortunate to have Marna Belcher lead a great math team
that participated in many competitions this year. Roosevelt also offered a wide
variety of math classes to accommodate the needs of all the students.

Roosevelt students are especially proud of their ability to go across the
street to Humble Bagel, Dairy Mart, Allann Brothers Coffee, Sundance, or Burrito
Amigos for lunch. They were only allowed to do this, however, if they had a
lunch pass that was approved by their parents and their advisor.

There are many more things at Roosevelt that students and teachers value
very highly and can only be found here at Roosevelt. We are very fortunate to
be part of such a diverse and unique school and there is very little that we
would do to change it.
