Early Decision |
This is the main attempt for students to applvy ED to a
given school - and ususally has the most advantage
for students in terms aof admit rates

Early Dwecision Il

For students who aren’t admitted in the first ED
wave, some schools offer another round —there isn't
usually as much advantage in admit rates here, but
still better than regular admission

.' Early Action

Students apply earlier in the timeline. They aren't
bound to enncll of they're admitted,

Regular Early Action
Students apply sarlier in the cycle, to as many
schools as they'd like. There's a slight advantage
1o admit rate, and students also ger the benefit of
leaming the decisions earlier in the prooess.

Single-Choice Early Action

Students apply earlier in the cycle, but for these
schoolks, they are only allowed to apply to a single
school, There's a slight advantage to admit rate,

" Regular Decision

Students apply to as rmany
schools as they'd like, and
are not bound to encoll if
they are offered admission.

January 1st

The Test of English as a
Foreign Language (TOEFL) is a
standardized test that
measures English language
ability for non-native speakers
who plan to enroll in an English
speaking college. The test
evaluates listening, reading,
writing, and speaking skills in
relationship to academic tasks.
Test costs range between
$150-$225. Unfortunately, no
financial aid is offered for the
TOEFL test.
