    The Community
Facilities Committee met

with various groups to
identify and evaluate
current and future program
needs. They
recommended that the
district create spaces
needed to support 21st
century educational
priorities: Science,
Technology, Engineering,
Arts and Mathematics
(STEAM). The community
voted on, and approved,
the project. 

How might this project
affect our community?

    When people relocate to
a community they look at
the school. An improved
school can help economic
development and increase
the number of people to
share the tax burden. A
comprehensive program at
a small school is attractive
to many families.

Why do we need
an auditorium?

    The auditorium has
been included in the
Capital Project in order to
provide students with a
safe and professional
venue to engage and
excel in their performance
related extracurricular
activities, and allow for
additional curriculum such
as music, theater and set
design.
