Special Meeting

January 22, 2020
The special meeting of the Board of Education was held at the Germantown Central School.  The meeting was called to order at 6:30 p.m. by Board President Kellenbenz and opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.
PRESENT:  Board Members Coons, DelPozzo, Kellenbenz, Lincoln, Olsson, Provan, Superintendent Brown, and Business Administrator Boehme.
ABSENT:  Board Member Repko and District Clerk Anderson
ALSO PRESENT:  Community members.

	Board Member Lincoln made a motion to amend the agenda to include Clerk Pro Tempore appointment, Consent Agenda Items II. e. f, g, and Financial Non-Action Item IV. a., and remove the Proposed Executive Session, seconded by Board Member Provan, and carried 6 ayes, 0 noes, and 0 abstentions.

Board Member Coons made a motion to appoint Jonathan Boehme Clerk Pro Tempore in the absence of District Clerk Linda Anderson, seconded by Board Member Olsson, and carried 6 ayes, 0 noes, and 0 abstentions.
Board President Kellenbenz opened the floor to Public Comment on agenda items.  There was none.

Board President Kellenbenz opened the floor to Mr. Luis Rodriguez of the Palombo Group and Mr. David Sammel of Sammel Architecture who gave the Board of Education a construction update on the Capital Project.

Board Member Provan made a motion to approve the following resolution, seconded by Board Member Olsson, and carried 6 ayes, 0 noes, and 0 abstentions:

“WHEREAS, the Board of Education approved a contract with Sammel Architecture, PLLC (“Sammel”) in 2015, for architectural services in connection with the District-wide Projects approved by the District’s voters on June 11, 2015; and

WHEREAS, Sammel Architecture, PLLC was acquired by CPL Architects, Engineers, Landscape Architect and Surveyor, DPC (“CPL”) effective January 1, 2020 and has requested approval from the Board of Education for the assignment of their Architect’s Contract to CPL, effective January 1, 2020;

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Board of Education hereby approves the assignment of the Sammel Architect’s Contract to CPL effective January 1, 2020, including all rights and liabilities therein; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Board of Education hereby authorizes the Board President to execute the documents necessary to effectuate the assignment of the Sammel Architect’s Contract to CPL effective January 1, 2020 after approval of such documents by the School District Attorney and providing the documents to the Board of Education.”

Board Member Coons made a motion to approve Consent Agenda items as listed, seconded by Board Member Lincoln, and carried 6 ayes, 0 noes, and 0 abstentions: II. a. Appoint Margaret O’Callaghan as a Certified Substitute Teacher; b. Appoint Dominique Lindsay as a Certified Substitute Teacher; c. Appoint Jinessa Velez as a Non-Certified Substitute Teacher; d. Appoint Margot Schassler as a Non-Certified Substitute Teacher/Substitute Teaching Assistant/Substitute Aide; e. Appoint Virginia Schertel as a Non-Certified Substitute Teacher, Non-Certified Substitute Teaching Assistant, Non-Certified Substitute Aide; f. Appoint Jake Dominique as a part-time Substitute Custodian; g. Appoint Dominick Lecce English Teacher Mentor, Stipend $1,000.
Board Member Provan made a motion to adopt the following resolution, seconded by Board Member Coons, and carried 6 ayes, 0 noes, and 0 abstentions:

“WHEREAS, for reasons of economy and efficiency, the Board of Education has determined that it is appropriate to abolish a certain position in the District; 

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Board hereby abolishes a Teaching Assistant position, effective Wednesday, January 8, 2020.”

Board Member Provan made a motion to approve Change Order Number PC 001 Condor Fire Sprinkler Company, LLC, seconded by Board Member Olsson, and carried 6 ayes, 0 noes, and 0 abstentions.

Board Member Coons made a motion to approve Change Order Number GC 002 Bast Hatfield Construction, LLC, seconded by Board Member Olsson, and carried 6 ayes, 0 noes, and 0 abstentions.

Board President Kellenbenz opened the floor to discuss dates for the Business Administrator interviews.  The Board of Education decided that Monday, February 3, 2020 and Wednesday, February 5, 2020 they would conduct the interviews starting at 4:00 p.m. each day.

Board President Kellenbenz opened the floor to Public Comment on Non-Agenda Items.  There was none.

Board Member Lincoln made a motion to adjourn the Special meeting of the Board of Education at 7:00 p.m., seconded by Board Member Olsson, and carried 6 ayes, 0 noes, and 0 abstentions.
