Course Philosophy / Key Concepts

AP European History is a challenging academic course designed to be the equivalent of a freshman college course.  The course begins with the Late Middle Ages and continues to the present day.  All areas of history are covered, including social, political, economic, intellectual, cultural, and art history.  Students are expected to do a considerable amount of reading in both the major text and supplementary sources.  Evidence of this reading is shown in outline note taking, class discussion, and unit tests.  The course also emphasizes writing, research and analytical thinking skills.

There are three main objectives for this course:

(1) to increase the student’s understanding of European history,

(2) to have each student take and pass the AP European Exam in May, 

(3) to prepare students for college.

The AP Exam will be sponsored by the College Board in May.  Students with a score of 3 or above on the exam may receive 3 credits in an appropriate college course.  The qualification for receiving credit is determined solely by the college you attend.

General Plan for the Course

The student will be expected to use any resources deemed necessary to complete the objectives of the course. The course textbook will be extremely valuable in preparing for tests and quizzes but students should not limit themselves to this resource alone. There are several other texts and study guides available in the classroom for students to utilize that will help prepare them for the AP exam in May. Classroom instruction will entail note taking, essay writing, projects, and group activities.

Testing

Approximately halfway through each unit, a 15-25-question multiple choice quiz will be given to assess student mastery of the material up to that point.  At the end of each unit there will be a unit test consisting of 50 multiple-choice questions taken from all the material covered in the text and in class.  In addition, we will have a cumulative test at the end of each quarter that will cover all material from the beginning of the year through the most current unit.

Homework

You need to review your notes and the text every night, especially when no other work is assigned, as the only way to succeed in this class is to be constantly practicing at home what you are learning in class. Homework will be assigned by unit as a packet, and should be ready to be turned in at the beginning of class on the day of the unit test.  All handouts are both available online as well as in the files in the front of the room.

Group Work

During group work discussion is encouraged, but class discussion should be psychology related. Each member of the group needs to participate equally in completing the assignment.

Late Assignments

Assignments can only be made up for full credit if the absence is excused.  In order to be accepted, you must write the date absent on the assignment before you turn it in.  Get to know someone in class, so if you are absent, you can find out what was covered in advance. It is your responsibility to find out what you have missed due to an excused absence.  

Late work is accepted but results in 10 points off your assignment or homework packet for each day late.  In order to be accepted, you must write “LATE” followed by the number of days on the assignment before you turn it in.  Assignments without the number of days late on them will not be graded.
Standards of Conduct in the Class
Class conduct can be summed up as respect, responsibility, and accountability.  Everyone must respect one another, as well as the school’s property and each other’s property.  You are responsible for your education, which includes asking questions, listening, studying, being on time and seeking help when necessary.  You are accountable for these responsibilities and will receive the appropriate rewards or consequences. 

Consequences: Progressive discipline will be used unless the situation requires an immediate referral to the appropriate administrator.  The steps are (1) reminding you of appropriate behavior (this may include a seating change), (2) a phone call or email to your parent at home or at work, (3) parent conference to create an “Improvement Plan” for you, and (4) referral to office and possible suspension from class.  

Grading Policy

You earn your grade.  It is dependent on your overall points, which includes tests, quizzes, homework, classwork, group work, and projects. Daily work is expected; otherwise you will fall behind quickly.  It is your responsibility to do the classwork, group work, homework and readings.  Your total grade for the class will be determined by the total number of points you earn divided by the total number of points possible in the class.

Grade of A:  90%-100%   
A level work demonstrates excellence overall with no major 

weaknesses.  This includes an A grade on tests and labs.  A level work 

displays excellent presentation and clarification of key concepts of the 

unit.  All written work is outstanding and presented in excellent format.

Grade of B:  80%-89%     
B level work demonstrates more strengths than weaknesses.  This 

includes A and B grades on tests and labs.  All written and oral work is on the whole clear, precise and well presented.

Grade of C:  70%-79%     
C level work demonstrates slightly more than a minimal level of skill 

and comprehension of material covered in the class.  C level work 

demonstrated by a C grade on tests and average presentation of formal 

written material.  C level work shows some assignments are reasonably 

well done but others are poorly done or mediocre at best.

Grade of D:  60%-69%     
D level work demonstrates a minimal level of skill and comprehension 

of material covered in class. 

 
Grade of F:  Below 60%
F level work demonstrates that the student has failed to comprehend 

the material and to the required work of the course.  F level work is 

demonstrated by a grade of F or lower on tests and below average presentation of formal written material.
