The committee shall make its recommendations (annually) (as needed) (by a specified date). The principal shall give
consideration to recommendations of the committee.

The committee shall be involved in the monitoring, implementation, and evaluation of 70 O.S. §5-147 which limits
access to foods of minimal nutritional value.
