Day 2 - Guidelines for Success
I.  Introduction
Students will understand and model the Pawsitive Guidelines for Success
Be Prepared, Earn Respect, Act Responsibly, Reflect a positive attitude, Show Cooperation.
II. Tell Phase
Review Specific Sub-areas and the acronym.
III. Show Phase
Have students recite (volunteering individually) B.E.A.R.S. meanings
Divide students into small groups (5) one for each letter.

Give each group specific behaviors to work into role playing skit or charade.
IV.
Do Phase
Have students perform skit while others guess specific behaviors; record on the board.
V.
Conclusion
Hand out bear paw to each student Students will fill out BEAR'S words.
Day 3 - Guidelines for Success
I.  Introduction
Students will understand the BEARS connection to all areas at BSMS
II. Tell Phase
Cut out strips of General/Specific Behaviors for B.E.A.R.S.
Hand out to students (Have available white construction paper, glue, marking pens, crayons)
Write Assessment letters on board or use 1/2 sheet.
III. Show Phase
Review B.E.A.R.S.
Divide Students into pairs. Have a couple of designs for teaching strategy for the specific behavior:
Model for students 2 or 3 ideas / strategies
Game, skit, roleplay, sentence completion, crossword, comic strip, song, mobile...
