RESPONSIBILITY IN COMMON AREAS: ARRIVAL & DISMISSAL
GOAL: Students will arrive and depart from school in a safe and orderly manner.

RESPONSIBLE ARRIVAL BEHAVIOR
1.  No students will be allowed to loiter on campus in the mornings.

2.   At 7:00 a.m. students may enter the building in an orderly manner using appropriate hall manners. Students shall report immediately to their study hall rooms for 6th/7th/8th grades or the café for breakfast upon entering the building each morning.

7:15 a.m. – Students may be dismissed from the café to report to the study hall rooms for 6th/7th/8th grades, if finished eating, at this time.

7:30 a.m. – Students released from café and study hall rooms to go to homeroom for reaching practice to begin.

7:45 a.m – Tardy Bell rings.  Attendance taken and the day begins.

3. Breakfast – (7:15-7:45 a.m.). Students are allowed a maximum of 20 minutes to eat breakfast. Since all students must exit the cafeteria at 7:45 a.m., students arriving later than 7:25 a.m. will have less than 20 minutes to eat breakfast.   Car Riders and Walkers who arrive after 7:45 a.m. forfeit their breakfast privilege.

RESPONSIBLE DISMISSAL BEHAVIOR
1. No students will be allowed to loiter on campus in the afternoons.

2. Upon dismissal follow hallway expectations.

2:35 p.m. Bell – All Students Dismissed

2:45p.m. – All bus holding students are required to be in the café.

Early Bus Riders: Students report to bus area and form orderly lines. Those students who are on the 2:35 p.m. buses should go to their lockers and gather their belongings between 7th & 8th periods.
Car Riders: Students riding in cars must leave from the appropriate car ramp. Students  

            report to car ramp and remain in orderly lines.  

All Car Rider students report to the west end of the hallway and wait between the yellow lines.  Students must wait until the car comes to a complete stop and receive verbal dismissal  from teacher on duty. (“You may go.”)


Walkers and Bike Riders exit the building by 2:45 p.m.

Late Bus Riders: Students riding a late bus should report to their respective halls and go to their lockers.  Students must report to holding rooms by 2:45 p.m. 
Athletes:  Students participating in athletic activities on campus should go to their locker and report to practice site no later than 2:45 p.m.
CONSEQUENCES FOR INFRACTIONS

When a student misbehaves, calmly and consistently implement the mildest consequence that is appropriate.


1. Give a verbal reprimand and state correct procedure.


2. Positive practice – have the student do it the right way.


3. Notify the student’s homeroom teacher.


4. Contact the parent/guardian

5. Assign a demerit for the infraction.


6. For repeated infractions, refer to the Assistant Principal.

ENCOURAGEMENT PROCEDURES
1.  Encouragement will consist of staff attention and praise from teachers and support staff.   

     Students should be congratulated on their ability to be responsible.

2. If deemed appropriate, the principal may provide positive feedback to the entire student 

    Body.
SUPERVISION RESPONSIBILITIES

1.  Teachers will be in the hallways or their doorways as students are dismissed from the holding 

     room at 7:30 a.m. in order to monitor student behavior.

2.  Supervisors of the bus area will move up and down the length of the waiting area.

3.  When dismissing their classes at the end of the day, teachers will monitor their students to 

      assure that they are following the hallway expectations.
TEACHING RESPONSIBILITIES
1.  During the first week of each school year, and after each break, teachers will conduct a lesson about before and after school behavior.

2.  Rules will be discussed and modeled by all faculty and staff.

3.  If problems begin to escalate, teachers will be asked to repeat these lessons.

DAY 1 – ARRIVAL & DISMISSAL

A. Students will be asked to identify what it would be like if rules were not set for arriving and leaving school.  (Brainstorm whole group)

B. Discussion on why we need rules for arrival and dismissal.

Athletes:  Students participating in athletic activities on campus should go to their locker and report to practice site no later than 2:45 p.m.

III. Show Phase

Create a T-chart on the board and have students identify and record what acceptable arrival/dismissal behavior looks like and sounds like. (Cool / Uncool)

IV. Do Phase
Have a student show how a person would arrive and leave school if there were no rules in place. Then have a student show how a person should arrive and leave school following the guidelines.
V. Conclusion

Debrief the scenarios acted out by students.

A.  Students show expected behavior in each area.  (6th grade only)
V. Conclusion

A. Give students specific feedback and praise

B.  Repeat practice if needed
