
RESPONSIBILITIES IN COMMON AREAS:  MEDIA CENTER

GOAL:  The Media Center will be a learning environment where students advance their reading and research skills.

Responsible Media Center Behavior

1. Students will come to the Media Center with a signed agenda or the classroom teacher.

2. Students will walk in quietly and show his/her signed agenda to the LMS.

3. Students will stay at a level 1 voice (whisper).

4. Students will keep hands, feet, and other objects to self.

5. Students will sit with their feet on the floor.

6. Students may check out two books at a time and return the books within two weeks.

7. Students will treat books with respect.

8. Students must have LMS permission to use the computer and use for assigned purpose.

Consequences for Infractions

When a student misbehaves, calmly and consistently implement the mildest consequence that might be appropriate.

1. Verbal restatement of rule.

2. Positive practice.

3. Have the student practice the responsible behavior for several minutes.

4. Briefly delay the student (Teacher initials time in agenda book)

5. USE D-HALL AS CONSEQUENCE FOR NOT FOLLOWING MEDIA CENTER PROCEDURES.

6. Use office referral only for not following directives or for dangerous illegal situations.

Encouragement
Staff will consistently encourage responsible behavior through positive interactions.

1. Initiate friendly interactions with student.

2. Compliment individual students on their safety, courtesy, and respect.

3. Compliment a teacher (so students can hear), citing examples of individual or class wide responsibility.

4. The principal will write a compliment to a teacher about the class’ responsible behavior.  Teachers should discuss the compliment with the class and post the note so students can see it.

Supervision Responsibilities

1. Teachers will supervise their class while in the library.

2. Teachers will call LMS before sending a student to the Media Center.

Teaching Responsibilities
1. At the beginning of each school year and after extended breaks, there will be lessons on Media Center expectations in the Reading classroom.

These lessons should be conducted in a way that helps students understand why procedures have been implemented. Lessons should be presented in a way that implies staff and students will work together.

2. Teachers will take students to the media center to practice procedures.  (6th grade only)
3. If there are recurring problems in the media center exhibited by a large number of students, the PBIS Team will review the situation.

4. If there are recurring problems in the Media Center exhibited by an individual, small group or a particular grade level, the individual teacher or the team will review the situation.

5. The principal or another designee will review hallway expectations with student teachers and classroom assistants.

Lesson Plans for Media Center Guidelines

(Reading)

Day 1
I.   Introductions:


A.  The Media Center will be a learning environment where students can advance in their reading and research skills.

II. Tell Phase

A. Students will be asked to identify appropriate behaviors in the Media Center.

B. Discussion on why Media Center rules are important.

1. Students will come to the Media Center with a signed agenda or the classroom teacher.

2. Students will walk in quietly and show their signed agenda to the LMS.

3. Students will stay at a level 1 voice (whisper).

4. Students will keep hands, feet, and other objects to self.

5. Students will sit with their feet on the floor.

6. Students may check out two books at a time and return them within two weeks.

7. Students will treat books with respect.

8. Students must have LMS permission to use computer and use computer for assigned purpose.

III. Show Phase


Create a T-chart on the board and have students identify and record what acceptable Media Center behavior looks like and sounds like.  (Cool/Uncool)

IV. Do Phase

       Divide in cooperative groups and write skits and act out scenarios of appropriate Media Center behavior demonstrating courtesy, respect, and responsible choice.

V. Conclusion

Select the best skits to be played on Bear News.
