RESPONSIBILITY IN COMMON AREAS: RESTROOMS
GOAL: The restrooms at BSMS will be clean and safe.

RESPONSIBLE BATHROOM BEHAVIOR
1.  Use restrooms only with teacher’s permission during class change, before lunch or at the end of 

     class as needed.

2.  When restrooms need to be used, students shall have their agenda book initialed and a 

      completed hall pass that is initialed by the teacher.
3.  Sign out on hall pass log in the classroom.
4.  Use restrooms appropriately and leave them clean and unmarked.

5.  Put only toilet paper in the toilet.  Put all other paper in the garbage can.

6. Flush the commode or urinal after each use.

7. Leave stalls unlocked after use.

8. Wash your hands after use.

9.  Leave the restroom as soon as you finish and go directly to class.

10.  Use the designate restrooms.

CONSEQUENCES FOR INFRACTIONS

1.  Re-teach acceptable behavior.
2.  Verbal reminder with student, restating the infraction.

3.  Inform the student’s classroom teacher whose name is on the pass.
4.  Parent/guardian notification.
5.  Retraining Social Skills
6.  Monitoring of every restroom visit for one week.

7.  If the student refuses to accompany you, make no attempt to physically move the student. Inform the principal or designee of the incident.

ENCOURAGEMENT PROCEDURES
1.  Teachers will periodically discuss the importance of responsible behavior, and will encourage 

     students to continue to be responsible in managing their own behavior in restrooms.
2. Several times per year the custodian and the principal will send a memo to teachers to read to students providing positive feedback to students for using the restrooms appropriately.

SUPERVISION RESPONSIBILITIES

1.  When dismissing students, remind students that “Restrooms will be clean and safe.”
2.  If a student violates rules, use a respectful but firm voice to inform the student of what 

     he/she/should be doing..

3.  Put a note in the teachers mailbox to inform teacher of student’s misbehavior.
4.  For any repeated infractions, teacher will call the parent/guardian to notify him/her of the  

     student misbehavior and consequences. 

5.  Refer the student to social skills retraining when problem continues to occur.
6.  If a student refuses to follow your direction or argues, calmly inform the student that he/she can 

     choose to follow your directions or be sent to time out or detention.

7.  Monitor restroom use in team planning sessions.

8.  Administrative referral for failure to follow directives, dangerous behavior, or destructive acts.
ENCOURAGEMENT PROCEDURES
1.  Teachers will periodically discuss the importance of responsible behavior, and will encourage 

     students to continue to be responsible in managing their own behavior in restrooms.

2.  Several times per year the custodian and the principal will send a memo to teachers to read to 

     students providing positive feedback to students for using the restrooms appropriately.

SUPERVISION RESPONSIBILITIES
1.  When dismissing students, remind students that “Restrooms will be clean and safe.”

     Inform the principal or designee of the incident.

TEACHING RESPONSIBILITIES
1. At the beginning of each new school year and after each long vacation, there will be a short 

    Lesson regarding the proper use of restrooms.

2.  Teachers are responsible for seeing that one boy, one girl at a time per classroom may visit the 

     bathroom during instructional period.
