Responsibility in Common Areas:  Assemblies

Goal

Browning Springs Middle School students will demonstrate respectful behavior during assemblies by listening, participating, and following directions.

Responsible Assembly Behavior

1. When the leader goes to the microphone and says, “May I have your attention please.” Stop talking and look at the person at the microphone.

2. Listen Carefully.

3. Students will follow their teacher’s/staff directions regarding where to sit.

4. Everyone will wait quietly for the program to begin.  Quiet talking will be allowed until the program is ready to begin.

5. Communication with the performers with your eyes and ears by sitting appropriately.

6. Refrain from booing, whistling, yelling and putting someone down.

7. At the end of the program, the leader will conclude the assembly by thanking the performers.

8. Students will remain seated until the teacher gives them the signal to stand, raise the seat, and follow the teacher’s/staff directions from the assembly area.

9. Students will stay in their seats unless there is an emergency.

Consequences for Infractions

When a student misbehaves, staff will calmly and consistently implement the mildest consequence that is appropriate.

1. Nonverbal warning.

2. Move close to the student and give a quiet, verbal warning.

3. Move student to an isolated seat.

4. Quietly remove the student from the assembly to assistant principal.

5. Deny student next assembly privilege.

Encouragement Procedures

1. If the student body was respectful and followed the rules, the principal or other leader will verbally praise the appropriate assembly behavior during the closing comments.

2. After the class returns to their classroom, teachers should give positive feedback to students who followed the rules.

3. Compliments given to the student body by a performer will be shared with the school via the intercom.

Supervision Responsibilities

1. All teachers will attend every assembly unless prior arrangements have been made with the principal.  Classroom teachers should attend and remain with their classes.  Available instructional assistants will be located throughout the audience to assist the classroom teacher with supervision.  

2. In the auditorium, classes will be located in two rows, leaving an empty row between each class with a planning period teacher seated in the middle.
3. In the auditorium, students will be seated as follows:

a. 8th grade students on each side directly in front

b. 6th grade on the left

c. 7th grade on the right

4. In the stadium, students will be seated as follows:

a. 1st section is 6th grade

b. 2nd section is 7th grade

c. 3rd section is 8th grade

5. In the gym, students will be seated as follows:

a. 8th grade on the right

b. 6th grade on the left

c. 7th grade in the back

6. Dismissal of Assemblies

a. The Principal will remind all students to remain seated and give their attention to their team leader.  

b. The principal will then instruct each team leader to give directions to his/her particular students on specific dismissal procedures.

c. The principal will wait until one grade has almost cleared the area before proceeding to the next grade.

d. When the exploratory team has students during assemblies, the exploratory team leader will be responsible for directing those particular students instead of the grade level 

      7.  Model appropriate behavior for your students by giving full attention and 

           demonstrating responsible assembly behavior.

      8.  If a student is misbehaving, give him/her a nonverbal signal to stop.

      9.  If necessary, go to the student and give a verbal warning. Try to be as unobtrusive 

           as possible.

    10.  If necessary, move student to an isolated seat.

    11. If a student needs to be removed, escort him/her to the assistant principal.

    12. The principal will introduce and close each assembly. In the event the principal 

          cannot be in attendance, he/she will arrange for an alternate leader to serve this 

          function.

    13.  Each team will make a plan for students who do not earn assembly privileges.

TEACHING RESPONSIBILITIES
1. Every classroom teacher will be given information the day before each assembly.

2. Prior to each assembly, teachers will discuss the agenda and review the assembly rules 

as specified above. If appropriate, have students practice how to show appreciation.

3. All classroom teachers will have a classroom discussion shortly after the assembly to discuss the content of the assembly.

4. After each assembly, teachers will discuss student behavior at the assembly with their classes, and implement encouragement procedures.
