Explicit Classroom Instruction Outline:
1. Bell-ringer activity 

a. 5 – 10 min. in length total

b. Should cover content that has already been mastered or assessed

c. No new content or recently introduced content that has not been assessed

2. Review “I Can” statement or objective for the day

a. Introduce “HOOK” and connect to prior knowledge

b. Introduce any critical vocabulary

c. Pose any essential question(s) connected to objective 

d. Connect objective to assessment

3. Specify expectations for the day’s activity

a. Clearly state procedures for any group or hands on activity before transition

b. Establish clear time frames for transitions and activities

c. Have all materials organized and procedures in place for distribution and clean up before transitioning
d. Planning should include critical vocabulary strategy in all activities

e. Any lecture or note taking activity should be accompanied by a graphic organizer

f. When introducing a new skill:  “I do, we do, you do” 

(specifically: I do - you watch; we do -  I help; you do - I watch)
4. Culminating activity for closure / review

a. Refer back to essential question or learning target 
b. Some type of formative assessment

c. Eliminate open ended time at the end of class  (eliminate “work on these till the bell rings”)
