In order to qualify for membership in C.S.F., all students 
must have ten points. In a solid subject, A's count three 
points and one and one half points in a nonsolid subject. 
B's in a solid count one point and one half for a nonsolid. 
Only semester grades are counted toward the points.

Seniors may become life members, sealbearers, of the 
C.S.F. if they have been members for four semesters with 
one semester during the senior year.
