GIVEN CREDIT OR A FINAL GRADE FOR A CLASS UNLESS THE STUDENT IS IN ATTENDANCE FOR AT LEAST
90 PERCENT OF THE DAYS THE CLASS IS OFFERED.” ALL ABSENCES, WHETHER EXCUSED OR
UNEXCUSED, MUST BE CONSIDERED IN DETERMINING WHETHER A STUDENT HAS ATTENDED THE
REQUIRED PERCENTAGE OF DAYS.

PER STATE LAW, PARENT NOTES DO NOT EXCUSE THE 90% RULE. HOWEVER, STATE LAW ALLOWS
