Course Description

 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1The purpose of AP Statistics is to introduce students to the major concepts and tools for collecting, analyzing, and drawing conclusions from data.  Students are exposed to four broad conceptual themes: Exploring Data, Planning a Study, Anticipating Patterns, and Statistical Inference.

Academic Evaluation

Tests:
50% of final grade.  Test will be 100 points each.  No retakes will be given.  Adequate time will be spent reviewing before each test.  A student is expected to be prepared the first time.  If a student is absent the day of a test they will take the test the day they return to class during class time.   There will be one notebook check at midterm worth 50 points.

Reading Guides: 
5% of final grade.  At the beginning of each section and before the material is lectured on students are expected to read the section and complete the reading guides.  Reading guides will be due the day the last assignment is given for the section. 

Assignments:
20% of final grade.
Assignments are to be labeled by the section they cover and will be given daily.  Students are expected to copy the problems from the book and show all work.  Assignments that are not completed in class must be completed at home as homework.  The following day several questions will be answered and the assignment will be corrected and turned in.  If for some reason the student is not prepared, assignments can be turned in one day past due date for full credit and for one week after original due date for a 1 point deduction from their score out of 5.  I believe to be successful in mathematics it must be a daily practice.  
Bell Ringer:
5% of final grade.  As students come into class there will be problems/questions on the board.  These questions cannot be made up.  These questions are to be copied and answered on their weekly assignment sheets and will be collected every Friday at the end of class.  The students will have at least one minute after the tardy bell to complete the problems.  They will then have the opportunity to ask question and correct their solution if necessary.  

AP Practice Test:
5% of final grade.  There will be two AP Practice tests this trimester.  Each test will be curved according to the AP Exam scale. They will count 100 points each.
Presentations:
10% of final grade.   SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1 After the AP Exam, students will learn about some discrete math topics.  There will also be an opportunity to do some extra credit, if a student needs some.
Participation:
5% of final grade.  A student is given 100 points at the beginning of the trimester.  To keep the points they must be in class daily, on time and prepared.  A student will loose 20 points for each unverified absence or sluff, and 3 points for each tardy.  Students with excessive verified absences (more than 6) will loose 10 points per verified absence.  A student cannot go negative.  Students that are tardy three or fewer times will receive 10 points bonus.  Students that are absent two or fewer times will also receive an additional 10 points bonus.
