Opportunity School/Class/Program

The Board of Trustees may maintain an opportunity school, class or program to assist
students who are in need of special instructional services and/or in danger of becoming,
insubordinate or disorderly, irregular in attendance, or habitual truants. The purpose of
the opportunity school, class or program shall be to help such students resolve their
problems in order to be maintained in regular classes or returned to regular classes or
schools as soon as practicable.
