Grading System

A point system will be used to evaluate each student’s progress. All assignments will NOT equal 100
points. As a general rule quizzes and classwork will be worth 50 points; tests and writing assignments
100 points. Homework will be averaged as an additional grade. An exam at the end of semester one and
two will each be worth 15% of the overall grade for the semester.

Major Assignments

In addition to classwork, home work, and daily grades, students will be given various major assignments
with AT LEAST TWO major assignments per unit. These assignments may in the form of essays, tests,
projects, etc.
