COURSE DESCRIPTION: Newcomers Academy is designed to help improve the ability to
read and write the English language using the WIDA standards.

reading, note-taking, writing, research and communication skills.

GetReady! Grade 9-12 program through their ClassLink. ClassLink can be accessed

using their school-issued email and their school computer.

TEXTBOOK: GetReading! Grade 9-12 ©2021 by Vista Higher Learning, Inc. Textbooks

are access through online portal via ClassLink — no hardcopy textbooks will be given.

GOALS: Using the WIDA Standards and previous ACCESS test scores, goals will be
created at the beginning of the school year during the creation of the Individualized
Learning Plan. Goals will be assessed every 4.5 weeks per TN State Rule 0520-01-19,

with collaboration of the student and their “ILP Success Team”.
