In Spanish Ill, students will continue to develop proficiency in Spanish and will strive to perform at a level of at
least Intermediate Mid in all areas by the end of the school year. Students will build a deeper understanding of
the cultures of native Spanish speakers.

GUIDELINES
e In this classroom, we speak Spanish 90% of each class period. Come to class every day prepared to speak in
Spanish with your classmates and me.
Be prepared to learn every day and arrive equipped with all necessary materials.
We will make mistakes. Be respectful of your classmates and me as we learn together.
You are expected to abide by the MBHS honor code on all assignments, in class or virtually.
Never use an online translator for help with an assignment.
Rules for my classroom are posted on the MBHS website and on Schoology.
Our weekly agenda will be posted as a linked Google Doc on Schoology each Monday morning.
If you are having difficulty with any aspect of my class, please speak to me. | will be happy to work with you.

GRADING, ASSESSMENT and HOMEWORK

Homework will be assigned periodically to help students review material and to enhance progress towards proficiency.
Students are encouraged to constantly self-assess and keep current with the material we are studying. Grades will be
entered into the grade book in the appropriate category (see below) for the skill being assessed. Students and parents
can view grades online through PowerSchool. | am diligent about keeping the online grade book updated. If you have any
questions about the grade you see posted online, please email me or make an appointment to see me, especially if you
think | have made an error. There are no bonus opportunities in Spanish 3.

Your grade will be reported in weighted categories. Each category represents an area of learning and will count toward a
designated percentage of your overall grade.

Category Percentage of grade Examples

Interpersonal speaking & writing 30% Conversations, informal written communication, such
as journal entries, emails, notes, efc.

Presentational speaking & writing 30% Oral presentations, essays, efc.

Interpretive reading & listening 30% Comprehension of text, audio, and audio-visual
resources

Engagement 10% Homework, classwork, work in the lab, participation,

efc.
