To Prospective dance team members and their parents:

Thank you for your interest in becoming a member of the 7" Grade Dance Team. To ensure that the clinic
and tryouts run smoothly, I want to provide you with as much information as possible. Please be sure that
you and your dancer are familiar with this document. The tryout clinic is designed to teach the dancers
the tryout dance. Each girl will be assigned to a tryout group.

Mandatory Tryout Meeting for Dancers
Each dancer must attend the tryout informational meeting on February 13 from 3:30-4:00 in the Mountain
Brook Junior High cafeteria.

Clinic and Tryouts
The schedule for the clinic will be as follows: (please remember to eat a snack before clinic)

e Monday March 20" — Candidates report to the New Gym by 3:25. After a brief introduction and
some preliminary business, dancers will learn the first section of the dance. Carpools should
pick up at 5:30.

e Tuesday March 21st — Candidates report to the New Gym by 3:25. Information concerning
tryouts will be covered with the dancers. They will also finish learning the tryout dance. Carpools
should pick up at 5:30.

o Wednesday March 22nd — Candidates report to the New Gym at 3:25 for mock tryouts. Dancers
will have the chance to run a mock tryout with their tryout group. Carpools should pick up by
5:30.

o Thursday March 23rd - Candidates report to the Cafeteria no later than 3:30 for tryouts. Family
members, friends and dance instructors are NOT allowed inside the building. Results will be
posted on the 7" Grade Dance Team Web Page (http://www.mtnbrook.k12.al.us/Page/429)

Scores of the candidates are confidential. No candidate may see her score sheets or the master score
sheet.
