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Reading
Research shows that the more a child reads, the better reader the child becomes. It is our desire to foster an intrinsic love of reading. Reading skills will be addressed through shared reading, guided reading, and focus lessons throughout the day. Many reading strategies will be introduced and modeled throughout the year. Units from various resources will be used along with other units of study. Reading skills will be monitored and assessed according to the 4th grade curriculum guide standards. 

· Outside Reading
Students will be responsible for reading nightly and recording their reading  on the Reading Log. The Reading Log is turned in every two weeks. 
Math
Investigations (Pearson)
This program is a child-centered approach to teaching mathematics through engaging activities, discussions, and problem solving. The students will be completing the following units of study: 

1. Factors, Multiplies, and Arrays 
2. Multiplication and Division 

3. Geometry 

4. Addition and Subtraction with Large Numbers

5. Graphing and Probability 

6. Fractions and Decimals

Science
The science curriculum is a complete modular science program of instruction and assessment which integrates hands-on, real-world science with interactive multimedia materials. Science modules for this year are: Structures of Life, Sound, Solar System, and Electricity.  
History
Alabama: Social Studies  Students will be learning Alabama history and geography. This will include many different people, places, and events all playing a part in the unfolding story of the state of Alabama. The students will also complete Alabama Dailies which covers state basics, geography, history, people, and government. 


Language
1. Daily Oral Language 
The purpose of this daily exercise is to review punctuation, capitalization, and usage skills while maintaining both old and new skills through practice and reinforcement.

2. Grammar - We are striving toward an integrated curriculum. The principles of grammar will be addressed through all subject areas as well as in isolation.  
3. Spelling - According to research, effective spelling instruction should correlate with everyday writing. This year in spelling, we will be using Words Their Way. Students will be given spelling lists to keep in their agenda and words will be available on the website through spellingcity.com. 
Handwriting (Zaner-Bloser)
This book allows for continuing practice of cursive handwriting skills previously learned.
