It is required that participants in extracurricular activities attend a
minimum of four full hours of classes with a legal excuse in order to be

eligible for participation in a particular activity that day.

This is something that was always in the policy but is now emphasized
in the new policy.

STANDARDS OF ELIGIBILITY

In order to participate in any extracurricular activities the student must
follow the guidelines set out by the school. All students who participate in an
extracurricular activity will have their academic progress monitored. Students
eligibility status will be determined by the student's progress or quarter
grades at the 5, 10, 15, 20, 25, 30, and 35 week marks.

Our standards are as follows:

1. A student failing 1 class must attend Study Table everyday.

a. A student who is failing one class may participate in practices, games,
and events as long as they are attending the study table every day

after school.

2. A student failing 2 or more classes must attend Study Table everyday.

a. A student who is failing 2 or more classes may NOT participate in
games, and /or other school events such as the musical.

CODE OF CONDUCT

Public Hearing of the Code of Conduct Revisions

e NYS Education Law requires a school district to adopt its Code of Conduct only
after at least one public hearing that provides for the participation of school
personnel, parents, students and any other interested patrties.

e Newfane CSD annually adopts its Code of Conduct in July.

e The proposed revision is a minor but important change to bring clarity regarding
prohibited substances on school grounds and/or at school events following the
legalization of marijuana.

e |t Is recommended that a full review of the Code of Conduct occur with a
committee including all stakeholders this winter/spring for consideration and
adoption in July 2024.




CODE OF CONDUCT

e Proposed Changes

e Definitions (page 4) - add “Marijuana” means any cannabis product, including
products with delta-9-tetrahydrocannabinol (THC) or cannabidiol (CBD).

e Dress Code (page 10) - revise Wearing clothing or materials on school grounds,
at school functions, or school-sponsored events that are obscene; advocate illegal
action; promote and/or endorse the use of alcohol, tobacco, tobacco products,
marijuana, smoking paraphernalia, or illegal drugs or encourage other illegal or
violent activities; appear libelous, or denigrate others on the basis of race, color,
religion, creed, national origin, gender, sexual orientation or disability; obstruct the
rights of others, or are disruptive to the school program will not be allowed.

e Prohibited Conduct (page 11) - revise Selling, distributing, using or possessing
tobacco products, alcohol, drugs (whether the drug Is prescription, legal or illegal),
vape, or other controlled substances or drug paraphernalia, including “look alike”
substances that are passed off as prohibited substances.
