CLEANING OUT

You may have noticed more cars in the parking lot this past week. That is because we have begun the process of gathering students’
belongings and work that was left when we abruptly closed on March 13, as well as organized classrooms and offices for what is the typical
summer cleaning. Because of the pandemic, there will be additional cleaning and disinfecting done — thank you to our custodial staff for doing
this monumental job.

We have scheduled days/times for each grade’s families to come to school to pick up belongings and work. The teachers and ESPs, as
well as the counselors, the OT, and art, music and PE specialists are preparing individual paper bags for each student. There will be specially
designated boxes for returning library books and also any classroom books/texts that your child may have. If you have a Chromebook, please hold
onto it until the end of the summer — instructions for the return to have them cleaned and disinfected are forthcoming, as is the schedule for the
grade pickups. The pickups will begin in the week of June 2. The schedule will be sent out by the district soon — I will alert you to that and also
speak about it in a robo call. So that we can make sure your family continues to be eligible for free and reduced lunch when we return, with no
interruption, we will ask you to fill out the application when you come to pick up your bag. Again, more info and instructions are coming soon!

REOPENING SCHOOLS?

I wish I had answers to this question but I, like EVERYONE, do not. At this point, we are continuing to meet, solicit ideas, read of what
are recommended as best practices, and taking our guidance, first and foremost, from the public health officials in Northampton, in our state,
and in our country.

EID AL FITR

We, at JSS, have families who are celebrating the end of Ramadan. For those who are not familiar with this, I found the following information:
Eid al-Fitr 2020: Everything you need to know
The Muslim festival marks the end of the fasting month of Ramadan.
As Muslims around the world bid farewell to the Muslim fasting month of Ramadan, they also prepare for the festival of Eid al-Fitr.
Depending on the sighting of the moon, Eid celebrations will begin either on Saturday, May 23, or Sunday, May 24.

The occasion will be affected this year as nations around the world take measures to curb the coronavirus pandemic, including the
suspension of Eid prayers, outdoor festivals, and other celebratory events.

Eid al-Fitr means “festival of breaking the fast” and marks the end of Ramadan.

Traditionally, Eid is celebrated for three days in all Muslim-majority countries.

Like Ramadan, Eid al-Fitr begins with the sighting of the crescent moon (a day after the new moon), so Muslims have to wait until
the evening before Eid to verify its date.

If the crescent moon is not visible, Ramadan continues for another day.

Because it is a lunar event, the date of Eid changes annually on the Gregorian calendar and varies from country to country depending
on geographical location.

To declare the start of Eid, Muslim-majority countries depend on the testimonies of local moon sighters. The local religious authorities
then announce when Eid will be taking place.

Muslims across the world begin Eid celebrations by partaking in communal post-dawn prayers, followed by a short sermon.
The prayers take place in mosques or large halls but in many countries, it is also held in the open to accomodate the large numbers.

People congratulate one another after Eid prayers. They spend the day visiting relatives and neighbours and accepting sweets as they
move around from house to house.

Children, dressed in new clothes, are offered gifts and money to celebrate the joyous occasion.
This is preceded by the giving of alms to the poor.

It is common for Muslim-majority nations to decorate their streets with festive lights and hold carnivals to commemorate the end
of the holy month.

Each country has traditional desserts and sweets that are prepared before Eid or on the morning of the first day. These foods range



from special biscuits and bread to cakes and puddings.

This year, Eid prayers have been cancelled in several Muslim countries amid the coronavirus pandemic, including Oman and Egypt.
Saudi Arabia’s Grand Mufti on Sunday urged Muslims to pray at home instead of going to the mosque.

Festivals and public celebrations on Eid will also be banned in many parts of the Muslim world as nations struggle to contain the
spread of COVID-19. Globally, there have been more than 4.8 million known cases of coronavirus, and more than 318,000 people have

died, according to Johns Hopkins University.

The most popular greeting is “Eid Mubarak” (Blessed Eid) or “Eid sa’id” (Happy Eid).

Eid greetings also vary depending on the country and language.

In Indonesia, Eid is called Lebaran, so Indonesians would say “Selamat Lebaran”, which means Happy Eid. Other variations are
“Mutlu Bayramlar” in Turkish and “Barka da Sallah” in Hausa, a Nigerian language.

Generally, Muslims prepare for Eid prayer by bathing and putting on new clothes ranging from traditional, modern or Western clothes.

Muslims are also encouraged to eat something sweet, usually dates, before heading to the prayer.

On their way to the prayer, Muslims recite takbeerat, praising God.

To all who are celebrating Eid-al-Fitr, EID MUBARAK!!

JSS and the PTO NEED YOUR HELP

The Jackson Street School PTO supports our school
community in a variety of ways from hosting community events,
to providing emergency funds for families in need, to helping
purchase supplies for teachers and staff.

The PTO funds a yearly $15,000 discretionary fund for
use by the Principal to fill gaps in the school budget to ensure
that teachers and students have the supplies and materials they
need for equitable and successful teaching and learning. This
fund has helped purchase smart boards and document cameras
for classrooms, as well as help cover the cost of basic classroom
supplies including pencils, notebooks, crayons, carpets for
classrooms, art, music & PE supplies and SO MUCH MORE.

With the budget cuts for the Northampton Public Schools
for the 2020-21 school year made even worse due to the ongoing
pandemic, this gift is even more vital to provide. In recent years,
each classroom teacher had about a $400 budget through JSS’s
budget for supplies. Budgets cuts for next year have reduced this
amount by about HALF! Meaning, that teachers & students may
have to do without some basic supplies, and/or teachers may need
to purchase others on their own.

Proceeds from the PTO’s annual Swing Into Spring auction
have enabled us to provide the valuable and necessary gift to the
school for many years. Our auction was canceled this year due



to the COVID-19 pandemic, leaving the PTO with a loss of about
$20,000 in donations.

The PTO launched a new online, ongoing fundraising campaign
with help from the Community Foundation of Western Massachusetts’
Valley Gives | Valley Heals campaign. All funds raised through the
current Valley Gives profile will help fund Principal’s Priority Fund/
PTO $15,000 gift.

We know that this is a time of great uncertainty for all of us.

Eid al- Fitr 2020: todo lo que necesitas saber

El festival musulmén marca el final del mes de ayuno del Ramadan.

Mientras los musulmanes de todo el mundo se despiden del mes de ayuno musulman del Ramadan, también se preparan para el festival
de Eid al- Fitr .

Dependiendo del avistamiento de la luna, las celebraciones de Eid comenzaran el sdbado 23 de mayo o el domingo 24 de mayo.

La ocasion se vera afectada este afio a medida que las naciones de todo el mundo tomen medidas para frenar la pandemia de coronavirus,
incluida la suspension de las oraciones de Eid, festivales al aire libre y otros eventos de celebracion.

Eid al- Fitr significa “festival de romper el ayuno” y marca el final del Ramadan.

Tradicionalmente, Eid se celebra durante tres dias en todos los paises de mayoria musulmana.

Al igual que el Ramadan, Eid al- Fitr comienza con el avistamiento de la luna creciente (un dia después de la luna nueva), por lo que los
musulmanes tienen que esperar hasta la noche anterior a Eid para verificar su fecha.

El PTO de la escuela Jackson Street apoya a nuestra comunidad
escolar en una variedad de formas, desde la organizacion de eventos
comunitarios, hasta la provision de fondos de emergencia para familias
necesitadas, y la ayuda para comprar suministros para maestros y
personal.
