Changed Immunization Requirements

Obhio law now requires that all students entering seventh grade have proof of receiving the following
immunizations BEFORE the first day of school: TDaP vaccine (to protect from Tetanus, Diphtheria,
and Pertussis) and Meningococcal (A, C, Y, W-135) vaccine (to protect from Meningitis). Any
seventh grade student who has not had both the TDaP and Meningococcal (A, C, Y, W-135)
vaccinations will not be permitted to attend school until proof of these immunizations has been
provided to the school.

Obhio law requires that all students entering twelfth grade have proof of receiving the following
immunizations BEFORE the first day of school: Meningococcal (A, C, Y, W-135) vaccine (to protect
from Meningitis). Students entering twelfth grade must have a second dose of Meningococcal (A,
C, Y, W-135) vaccine. If the first dose of Meningococcal was administered after the sixteenth
birthday, a second dose is not required. Students will not be permitted to attend school until proof
of these immunizations has been provided to the school.

Immunizations may be obtained from your child’s healthcare provider, most local pharmacies, and
the Stark County Health Department. Please submit a copy of your child’s immunization or a signed
form to the school nurse prior to the first day of school.
